Abgract Stress theory covers word stress and phrasal stress. The former can differ from lan2
guage to language. Whether the latter can also differ from language to language is still an open ques2
tion. This article reviews several theoriesof phrasal stress and pointsout their shortcomings. Then a
new theory is proposed ,which is called the® Information2Stress Principle” ,according to which phrasal
stress is determined by information load: words with more information should be stressed and words
with lessinformation need not. The information load of a word can be determined by the speaker and
his/ her environment : it can also be determined by information theory, syntactic structure,and the
context. The new theory is smpler that previous ones,without their shortcomings,and offers a s mp2
ler view of language typology.
