This simplified genealogical tables are intended to show the descent of H.M. Simeon II from the medieval rulers of Bulgaria, but it is not exhaustive in recording all the subsidiary lines that separated from the lines of descent indicated here and were later absorbed back into them.  Other notable bloodlines reinforcing the descent of H.M. Simeon II from both Samuil (997–1014) and Ivan Vladislav (1015–1018) include the Austrian Habsburgs, the kings of France, the direct line of dukes of Savoy and kings of Sardinia (prior to the accession of the Carignan line), and the Bourbons of Naples and Sicily (or the Two Sicilies).  While these lines are not included as such in the table above, their origins are indicated, as are those of their members who were not only ancestors of H.M. Simeon II but also married into the lines of descent presented above. 

The only conjectural (but probable) link in the lines of descent indicated above is the parentage of Agatha, who is here supposed to have been the daughter of Gavril Radomir and his Hungarian wife.  The antecedents of this enigmatic princess are unclear, but she is said to have been a kinswoman of the German king Heinrich II the Saint (1002–1024), whom the Anglo-Saxon prince Eadward the Exile married in Hungary.  Agatha is sometimes said to have been a daughter of Heinrich II but he is known to have been childless.  As a niece of Heinrich II, Agatha has also been considered a daughter of Saint István I of Hungary (997–1038) by Heinrich’s sister Gisela, but there is no evidence that the Hungarian king and queen had such a daughter.  The name is highly unusual, although it was born by one daughter of the Byzantine emperor Kōnstantinos VII (913–959).  While it is difficult to see how the name Agatha could have entered either the German or the Hungarian royal families, a much simpler and preferable solution would be to link it with the Bulgarian line as done here.  

It is well known that Samuil married a certain Agatha, daughter of the Dyrrachian notable Iōannēs Khrysilios.  As Samuil’s successor Gavril Radomir (1014–1015) was his son by this Agatha, it is entirely possible—indeed probable—that he would have named his (eldest?) daughter after his mother.  It is also known that Gavril Radomir was married first to a daughter of the Hungarian prince Géza and sister of the future king István I.  About 1000, Gavril Radomir repudiated this wife and she returned to Hungary, apparently with her son Petăr Deljan, who would later claim the Bulgarian throne in 1040 as Petăr II.  It is possible that the unnamed Hungarian princess returned home with two children instead of one and that one of them was the Agatha in question.  If my assumptions are correct, Agatha would have been the niece (sister’s daughter) of King István I.  As such she would have been the niece of István’s wife Gisela, and through her the kinswoman and “niece” of Gisela’s brother Heinrich II of Germany.  In this manner all that we know about Agatha falls into place: her unique name (named after her Greek grandmother), her relationship to the German king (niece of his sister’s husband), and her presence in Hungary (home and place of exile of her mother) are all explained in a satisfactory manner.  

The silence in the sources about Agatha’s Bulgarian antecedents is also easily explainable—by the time Agatha married her husband the Bulgarian state was under Byzantine control and the princess’ importance lay in her relation to the king of Hungary.  In distant England, whither prince Eadward returned hoping to secure the succession to his uncle Eadward III the Confessor (1042–1066), even the Hungarian king was not impressive enough to be remembered—hence the identification of Agatha as the kinswoman of the German king and Roman emperor Heinrich II.  Although Eadward the Exile died soon after his return to England and thus failed to obtain the succession, his son Eadgar II was momentarily proclaimed king by the English after the death of King Harold II (1066–1066) at Hastings.  Eadgar II reigned in name only until the conquering William I (1066–1087) established his control over the English kingdom.  More important than her brother from the point of view of genealogy is Eadgar II’s sister Saint Margaret, who married Malcolm III of Scotland (1058–1093).  Not only are the kings of Scotland descended from her, but it was also through the marriage of her daughter Eadgyth (Matilda) to Henry I of England (1100–1135) that the Anglo-Saxon royal blood was reintroduced into the veins of the English kings.  

For this study, it is worth noting that the descendants of Henry I and Eadgyth carried within their veins not only the blood of their Anglo-Saxon ancestors, but also that of the Bulgarian emperors at Ohrid.  Starting with the marriage of a daughter of Henry II of England (1154–1189) to the king of Castile, this bloodline was gradually introduced into most of the royal houses of Europe, including those of England, France, Spain, Portugal, Austria, and the Two Sicilies.  Several offshoots of this line rejoin in the ancestry of H.M. Simeon II, who is also descended from the Bulgarian emperor Ivan Vladislav (1015–1018) through his Savoyard and Byzantine ancestors.  This makes H.M. Simeon II and his sister Maria Luiza the only Bulgarians who can convincingly demonstrate their descent from the medieval rulers of their country.
