1. Go to American Factfinder: http://factfinder.census.gov
2. Click on Data Sets

3. Select Census 2000 Summary File 1: 100% data, Detailed tables

4. Select a geographic type:

a. Nation: add

b. State: select Michigan and add

c. County: select Michigan again and add your county

d. Click on Next

5. Select and add Tables: the P Series

a. P12: Total Population

b. P12A: White Alone

c. P12B: Black Alone

d. P12C: AIAN Alone

e. P12D: Asian Alone

f. P12E: NHPI Alone

g. P12F: Some Other Race Alone

h. P12G: Two or More Races

i. P12I: White Alone, Not Hispanic or Latino

j. Click on Show Results

6. Create a new Excel Workbook to contain the tables

7. Insert Spreadsheets and name them so you have a total of 9 spreadsheets

a. totpop

b. white_alone

c. black_alone

d. AIAN_alone

e. Asian_alone

f. NHPI_alone

g. other_alone

h. two_plus

i. white_nonhisp

8. Copy Data from the Census tables to each spreadsheet and save your Excel File as Youruniquename_agesex.xls

9. Edit spreadsheets so they are set up for SAS.

a. Delete totals (total pop, Male total, Female total)

b. Insert Row for Sex

c. Fill in Sex Values Male, Female

d. Fix Headings

i. AGE

ii. SEX

iii. US_POP

iv. MI_POP

v. CO_POP

10. Import into SAS using the import Wizard. Save the Import Commands and use them for your analysis.

a. Choose Data Source: Microsoft Excel 97 or 2000 table (next)
