Conversion Cheat Sheet

To go from years to days you multiply by 365 because there are 365 days in a year:  years(days  x365

To go from days to hours you multiply by 24 because there are 24 hours in a day:  days(hours  x24

To go from kilometers (km) to miles (mi) you multiply by 0.6:  
km(mi x0.6

To go from per second (/s) to per hour (/hr) you multiply by 60 twice:  
/s(/hr  x60x60

To go from astronomical units (A.U.) to miles you multiply by 93 million:  
AU(mi x93 million

To go from Kelvin to degrees Fahrenheit you subtract 273, multiply by 2, and add 32:  K(F  -273x2+32

To go from grams (g) to tonnes (2000 lbs or 1000kg) you subtract 6 from the exponent.

Diameter is twice the radius:  d=2r.

Escape velocity is how fast you have to jump to leave the planet.

A day is the time (period) it takes a planet or moon to rotate around itself.

A year is the time (period) it takes a planet to orbit its star.
